We were
able to help each of these organizations with foo
and supplies almost every month this year.
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The church was able to supply 80 turkeys for

those families over the Thanksgiving and Christr
holiday.

Our pledges are down,
many thanks to those who did pledge and
those who decided to add a little more this
year.
Those of us on Social Security know what

means when we hear the news that Social

Security payments will not increase again
this year. Our bills tend to increase every
year, but it appears income is not keeping
pace. Social Security raises are based on
Consumer Price Index (CPI). It's the amo

of money we, as consumers, pay for good

and services. These goods and services

pk

include food, housing, clothes, medical,
ucation, recreation and other incidental €
penses. According to government figures
increase was only 1.1 percent. Items pu
chased for $5.00 in 2009 supposedly cost
$5.10in 2010. So, because the difference
$.10 was so small there was no increase i

in 2010 as it did in 20009.
