(Psalm 27:4 NIV).  There is no greater 
truth than this!  This psalm of David is 
intended to affirm the desire and      
intention to live in God's presence.  
David addresses God as "my            
Salvation" and "my Stronghold" which 
reinforces the psalmists conviction that 
God is the source and sustainer of life.  
 
I hope many of you have found that 
truth to be relevant for you this year, as 
we look back at our past year together.  
By God's grace we were able to       
accomplish many good things.  In    
January, we celebrated the annual 
meeting by introducing the Sanctuary 
Renovations.  Many of you were      
excited and began to donate to the 
fund. Thank you for your generosity.  
 
In February, we had our annual Yard 
sale and the funds collected were     
dedicated to the Sanctuary Fund.  The 
Brass Roots Trio again blessed us with 
their talents and those funds were also 
dedicated to sanctuary renovations.  
Mission Sunday was made possible 
because of the good work of the     
mission cleaners. We currently provide 
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Dominican         
Republic project.

been able to supply 
food to the Charlotte County Homeless

to your continued generosity we have 
been able to also send funds to the 
Episcopal Relief and Development, 
The Presiding Bishop's Fund and the 
United Thank Offering. 
 
March brought about the Lenten Quiet 
day and the start of our Lenten season. 
We had our weekly Lenten Program 
and shared soup, bread and fellowship 
as we engaged in conversation about 
our Lord and His love for us. In April, 
we participated in the Upper room 
meal hosted by the Cursillo            
Community in celebration of Maundy 
Thursday and the end of the Lenten 
season. Holy Week was started daily 
with morning prayer and a continental 
breakfast.  After the Good Friday     
Liturgy, we took a trip to Wauchula to 
see the Passion of the Christ live. 
Many of our youth were present and 
moved by that performance.  

 

From the Rector’s Study  
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We celebrated Resurrection Sunday with a Sunrise 
Service and our friends next door, the Port Charlotte 
United Methodist Church in the New Beginnings 
Park.  Easter Services continued in our respective 
churches after the Light of Christ pierced through 
the darkness of the morning.  Eighty people were in 
attendance from both congregations. It was          
glorious!  In the same month of April, we confirmed 
seven parishioners at the cathedral of St. Peters in 
St. Petersburg.  
 
We had a non-eventful summer without the threat of 
hurricanes.  Some of us attended the Bishop's    
Baseball night at the Tropicana Field in August and 
the diocese was able to raise money for the        
Episcopal Relief and Development fund due to the 
900 plus people in attendance from our diocese. 
 
In September, we had the Pet expo and the blessing 
of the animals again with our friends next door.  
Pastor Brian experienced his first attempt at     
blessing our furry friends. In October, we had a   
successful convention, at which time I was           
appointed President of the Standing Committee and 
Dean of our deanery.  As it turns out, I was also 
elected with the highest votes to attend the 2012 
General Convention and appointed by the bishop to 
chair that delegation.  Our October ended with a 
great time of worship at the Patronal Weekend  
Gospel concert. 
 
November brought about our annual health fair and 
it was a great success with many from our          
community in attendance.  Thanksgiving Day      
Eucharist was wonderful with our guest preacher, 
Weldon De Meurers and his wife, Pat.  The dinner 
was great thanks to the wives of the Brotherhood 
and their efforts of course. 
 
December started with the Advent Quiet day       
followed weeks later with forty plus Carolers.  We 
brought much joy and song to some of our shut-ins 
and those in nursing homes.  The  Christmas        
services were celebrated in our newly remodeled 
sanctuary, thanks again to your generosity and the 
timely work of Jim and the Sun Coast Builders. The 
work in the sanctuary was made possible because 

we were remembered by those that are no longer 
with us.  Please continue to remember St. James in 
your wills so that future parishioners can benefit 
from your giving.  
 
From October through November we experienced a 
number of weeks worshipping in the parish hall and 
it brought some of us back to the time when we 
were forced to worship there because of the        
damages from Hurricane Charlie.  We truly have so 
much to be thankful for.

Good News for January, we 
actually received $897.00 
more that we projected. We 
really needed that good news 
because we have a budget   
deficit. It seems we are in the 
company of the Federal, State 
and Local governments and so 
many other organizations,    
including churches around the 

country. We are all required to pay out more money 
than we are taking in. The big difference is that we 
are a smaller group. We know where we can cut   
expenditures and what the outcome will be.   We   
also know where we cannot cut expenditures:      
Utilities, taxes, health insurance, maintenance and 
pensions cannot be cut.  Wafers and wine for       
communion have to be purchased. Flowers and    
candles for the altar are regular expenditures.  
At one time, people contributed money for altar 
flowers in memory of loved ones or celebrations for 
birthdays and anniversaries.  This happened fewer 
that ten times last year. What happened? Those    
contributions helped the church because a large    
portion of the cost for flowers was paid by the     
contributors. Now the church must pay.  The        
Finance and Budget Committee reviewed the 2011 
budget, line by line, and recommended many        
reductions and consolidations.  Those recommenda-
tions were approved by the Vestry. Accounts were 
combined wherever possible to avoid duplication. 
The Committee continues to discuss possible         
reductions.   
There are five churches within the Diocese looking 
for a priest. Thus far, we have been unable to find 
the finances to commit to any salary increases for 
our priest and staff.  
When you say your morning and evening prayers, 
please remember to pray for the financial health of 
our church.

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I thought it would be              
informative to think a little 
about the use of hymns in our 
worship and the development of 
that musical form. The word 
“hymn” comes from the Greek word “hymnos”.  
Originally they were songs written in honor of the 
gods, heros and important people in the community.  
In the 6th century, St. Benedict founded the              
Benedictine Order of monks and in establishing the 
forms of worship used by the order, adapted many of 
the old hymns to fit Latin texts, usually biblical.  
Many of these were written by contemporary       
composers, such as Palestrina and Monteverdi.  The 
use of this plainsong became common in the Roman 
Catholic Church worship in general, not just in the 
monasteries.  This music was not sung by the         
congregation, but only by the priests and monks. 
 
At the time of the Reformation, in the 16th century, 
the liturgy was translated from Latin into the         
vernacular, or common language of each country.  
They also moved away from the plainsong, which 
could only be sung by trained singers, and toward 
songs that could be understood and sung by the    
people.  They wrote these new hymns with Biblical 
texts, which divided them from the psalms.  This is 
when they began to chant the psalms as part of the 
ministry of the word, and sing the hymns at the      
beginning and end of the service. 
 
When we plan our services, we look in the 1982 
hymnal for texts that reflect the season we are        
entering.  We are almost at the end of Epiphany and 
about to enter into the penitential season of Lent as a 
preparation for Easter.  We have been singing about 
the wise men, about the coming of the light of Christ, 
about the revelation of Christ to the gentiles.  As we 
enter Lent, the music will help us to meditate on the 
sacrifice that God made for our salvation.  We will 
not use “alleluia” and the music will be quiet and   
reflective. 

 
The choir is now preparing for the Easter music.  If 
anyone is interested in joining us for the Easter     
services, this is a good time to begin coming to     
rehearsal which is on Saturday afternoons at 3:30 and 
lasts about an hour.  This is a great way to discover 
whether being a choir member is for you.
